List of . . . Reports

This category of reports is used to produce lists of citations, events, names, people, places, repositories, sources, tag types, tasks or witnesses.

Uses of List of . . . Reports

· Identifying your common input errors.

· Listing of all citations to verify that you have consistently entered your documentation.

· Listing of people that are missing documentation for an event.

Record Selection


The records for the report are selected using Boolean logic.

Boolean Logic

“... a logical combination system that represents ... relationships (as those implied by the linguistic operators AND, OR, and NOT) between entities. (search strategy for information retrieval)” Webster

Boolean Examples

· A = Death, B = >1910, C = Blank Date

· * A and B or C,     (A and B) or C

· Deaths in or after 1910 and Blank Dates for All Events

· A and (B or C)

· Deaths in or after 1910 with Blank Dates

Other Features

· Can use part of a selection

· Starts with

· Contains

· Can use on/off features

· Is empty

· Is not empty

· Exists

· Does not exist

Conclusion

· List of Reports can be used to include only those records that you want in the report.

· Construct your selection criteria carefully.
