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Land / Deed Records

Land and deed records are the group of records that document the transfer of property. Usually just real property, but personal property can be included.

Primary Documentation

Documentation created at the time of the event for the event being documented.

Secondary Documentation

Documentation used to document an event other than the event for which it was created.

Reminder

Omitting Citations simplifies TMG

Adding Sure Codes to Citations enhances TMG

Format of Citation is not critical - can change all Citations by changing the Source

Format of Citation Detail is important - must be changed individually

Conclusion

Adding Deeds allows the address of the person to be interspersed with the other events and makes it easier to determine the location of the person at any time.

Adding Deed tags requires more input.
