Flags are Important!

· Flags can be used to limit the number of records that you include in your reports.

· Flags can provide a quick method to determine your missing information without having to analyze your data each time.

· Flags have an area that you can type an explanation of the flag so that you can see your explanation when you are entering the value for your flag..

List of . . . Reports

This category of reports is used to produce lists of citations, events, names, people, places, repositories, sources, tag types, tasks or witnesses.

List of Reports (Examples)


Citations-only report that will list the citation detail; multi-line formatted report


Events-only report that will list Principal 1 and Principal 2 like you would have for a marriage


Names-only report that will select people based on parts of the name


People-only report that has secondary output


Places-only report that list places even if not attached to a tag


Repositories-only report that list repositories even if not attached to a source


Sources-only report that list sources even if not attached to a tag


Tag Types-Sentence Structures


Tasks-Research Log; multi-line formatted report

Uses of List of . . . Reports

· Identifying your common input errors.

· Listing of all citations to verify that you have consistently entered your documentation.

· Listing of people that are missing documentation for an event.

Record Selection

The records for the report are selected using Boolean Logic, which is a search strategy for information retrieval. Records are selected or eliminated using searches and the AND, OR and NOT operators.

Boolean Examples

· A = Death, B >1910, C = Blank Date

· * A and B or C,     (A and B) or C
Selects Deaths after 1910 and Blank Dates for All Events

· * A and (B or C)



Selects Deaths after 1910 and Deaths with Blank Dates

Other Features

· Can use part of a selection

· Starts with

· Contains

· Can use on/off features

· Is empty

· Is not empty

· Exists

· Does not exist

Conclusion

· Flags can help you in your research by identifying the information that you need to find.

· List of Reports can be used to include only those records that you want in the report.

· Construct and test your selection criteria carefully, especially if you are using secondary output.

· List of People report can be used to designate a value for some of your people without having to enter the value for every person (secondary output).

· List of People report can be used to create a new dataset (secondary output).

· Print preview allows you to see your report before you commit yourself to printing.
